What is EarlySteps? 

EarlySteps is Louisianaôs Early Intervention System under the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act Part 
C.  The system provides supports and services to families with infants and toddlers from ages 0 to 36 months 
who have developmental delays or who have a medical condition likely to result in a developmental delay. 
Physicians and other healthcare professionals are mandated by the federal Part C law to refer children between 
the ages of birth to three with a suspected developmental delay to EarlySteps. 

Who should be referred to EarlySteps? 

Part C of the Individuals with Disabilities Act, Section 303.16, the federal law upon which EarlySteps is 
based, states that infants and toddlers who have a diagnosed physical or mental condition that has a high    
probability of resulting in developmental delay are eligible for services.  Children with delays in cognitive, 
motor, vision, hearing, communication, social-emotional or adaptive development may also be eligible for  
services.  If you know a child who fits any of these criteria you should refer them to your local System Point  
of Entry (SPOE).

At this point this is what we think happened in the 2017 regular session and the       
extraordinary session directly after the regular session: 

 

Å $1.6 million in state general funds (SGF) to fill 627 vacant, existing waiver slots 
for people with developmental disabilities. 

Å "LINCCA" funding which many Human Services Districts/Authorities use to 
fund the Individual and Family Support and Flexible Family Fund programs, Families    
Helping Families contracts, and other programs for people with behavioral health 
needs. 

Å State Personal Assistance Services (SPAS) program which provides services 
to individuals with physical disabilities needed to keep them at home and at work 
and out of nursing homes. 

Å Most of the $235 million in cuts to the LA Department of Health (LDH) originally 
proposed by the House were restored.  

¶ Louisiana Rehabilitation Services (LRS) has $1 million of SGF, which is a more   
stable funding source than the current year. 

 

We want to celebrate the results of all the calls, emails, and visits you make this 
year.  We appreciate that massive cuts to LDH were mostly restored. 

BUT, the budget does not include much needed funding for the following: 

 

Å To adequately address the waiver waiting list of over 15,000 people. 

Å To restore cuts to the Human Services Districts/Authorities made this year and 
 over the past several years, leaving these agencies far short of the funding           
 necessary to meet all the needs in their regions. 

Å To restore all cuts to EarlySteps. 

Å For an enhanced waiver rate to serve those with complex behavioral and/or 
 medical needs. 

Å For overtime for Direct Support Professionals or to increase rates for waiver  
 providers. 

¶  To enable LA Rehabilitation Services to draw down its full federal allotment

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LOUISIANA TO ESTABLISH WAIT LIST FOR CHILD CARE  
ASSISTANCE PROGRAM STARTING JULY 1 

Demand for Child Care from Working Families Exceeds Funded Slots 

06/19/2017  

BATON ROUGE, La.--  As the result of anticipated overwhelming demand 
from working parents and a shortage of funds, the Louisiana Department of   
Education today announced a wait list will be established for eligible families 
who apply to the Child Care Assistance Program (CCAP) on and after July 1, 
2017. To secure a slot now, eligible families must apply by June 30.  
 

CCAP is a federally-funded program that enables Louisiana parents to work or   
attend school by helping them to afford child care. Since 2012, the Department, 
in collaboration with the state Board of Elementary and Secondary Education 
(BESE), early childhood providers, advocates and families, has unified the    
system of early childhood education to prepare all children for kindergarten. 
Louisiana  uses unified standards for all children birth to age five, sets high    
expectations for classroom care and instruction, and supports all teachers,       
especially those in child care, to earn credentials.  
 

Prior to changes enacted by the Legislature, BESE, and the Department, child 
care rosters in Louisiana had plummeted from 25,000 children to 11,000       
children. In contrast, nearly 20,000 children participate in Head Start, and more 
than 31,000 children participate in publicly funded pre-K. BESE reduced the 
burden placed on working families to pay child care fees out of pocket, created 
sensible work requirements for working families, and installed parishwide      
enrollment systems in every parish in the state. At the same time, the Louisiana 
economy continued to grow, with recent reports indicating significant gains in 
jobs and lower unemployment rates. As a result,  child care now serves 18,000 
children, with increasing interest on a daily basis. This interest now exceeds the 
amount of funding for child care in the state budget. 
 

The recently released Kids Count report indicated preschool attendance        
continues to be a bright spot for Louisiana, which ranks seventh in the nation for 
the percentage of 3- and 4-year old students attending school. 
 

"As part of the Early Childhood Networks launched in 2012, Louisiana child 
care programs have embraced high standards and true accountability.

providing a truly educational experience for young children and preparing them 
for our schools," said State Superintendent John White. "Unfortunately, child 
care for working families remains a small priority in our state budget. As a result, 
families will now have to either not go to work or find a non-education setting 
for their children." 

 

From now through June 30, 2017, applications will be processed as normal. 
Complete applications received by 11:59 p.m. on June 30, 2017 will be           
processed, and if eligible, families will be able to participate in CCAP. As of July 
1, 2017, families will be notified of the wait list via the Louisiana Believes web-
site when applying online or on paper. 
 

Households will only be placed on the wait list once they submit a complete    
application and are determined eligible. The wait list will be statewide, and      
applications will be prioritized by the date received by the Department.  

  

If and when funding becomes available, the waitlisted households will be notified 
by phone, mail and email. Eligible households may be placed on the wait list for 
up to one year. After one year of being on the wait list, families will need to      
reapply. Households will be provided notice 30 days in advance of being purged 
and will be directed to reapply if they still need assistance.  
 

Exceptions to the wait list apply for families currently receiving child care         
assistance, children who are experiencing homelessness, children of families  
participating in STEP or Early Head Start Child Care Partnerships, children in 
foster care, or children requiring special needs care. The aforementioned, if also 
income eligible, will be eligible and will not be placed on the wait list at any 
point.  

  

The Department will work closely with all partners to ensure families are        
supported during this time of transition. Together, these entities will help families 
identify alternative options, if available, and communicate any and all updates  
related to the wait list.  
 

Updated information will be published on the Department's website. Information 
provided on the site will include information for families, Frequently Asked  
Questions, and an overview of the number of households, per parish and 
statewide, active on the wait list. For additional information, please contact  
ldeccap@la.gov.

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Services for People with Disabilities Who Have Medicaid 
Will Be Cut

The Senate has released their version of the plan to overhaul the ACA health care.  
Under the U. S. Senate version people with disabilities who use Medicaid will fare 
very bad.  The U.S. Senate proposal would change Medicaid in a huge way.  

  

It has taken all this time before the Senate finally showed their plan to fix the nationôs 
health care system.  It is almost like they were hiding it.  Their plan cuts Medicaid     
almost exactly like the House of Representative plan which was passed in May. 

 

Right now the federal government provides 
matching funds to the state for people who 
are eligible even if it is expensive.  The     
Senate plan will only give the states a certain 
amount per person.  If you needed expensive      
medication or an expensive procedure the 
federal government would not provide a      
bigger match.  The states would be left to    
figure it out.   

 

Some Senators say this will give states more flexibility.  Disability advocates across 
the nation say there would be less funding from the federal government and people 
would not be able to get critical services they need.   

 

If you are talking about a person with a disability that might be lost doctor and hospital 
visits, lost hours for personal care attendants, lost hours for help with employment, 
lost help with behavior supports.   It could be not being able to get assistive            
technology or other things that people use to stay in the community.  Schools get 
Medicaid funding to pay for speech, occupational therapy, physical therapy and   
equipment.  They wonôt be able to do that under the Senate plan.  

  

Since home and community base services, like waiver services, are optional they 
would probably be cut first.  

  

Although the Senate plan would cut Medicaid spending over the next ten years the 

price for people with disabilities would be huge.  Some national disability groups are 

saying people will die.

In order to qualify for a 504 Plan, a student must have a diagnosis for a 
physical or emotional disability, or impairment (e.g., ADHD) that restricts one or more 
major life activities (e.g., attention, class participation).ò  She moves on from here to 
explain IEPs, or Individualized Education Plans.  ñAn IEP or Individualized Education 
Plan is guided by the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) and provides 
special education and related services to a student who is identified as having a    
disability that negatively impacts her ability to receive academic instruction.ò  She 
closes this article with tips on how to decide which you need for your child.

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Medicaid is Increasingly Important for Kids and 
Families in Small Towns and Rural Communities 

 

June 6, 2017 Joan Alker 

Since we started doing our annual report on uninsured children six years ago, the 
slightly higher overall rate for children living in rural areas has caught my eye. As a  
researcher, I always want to learn more about the populations that have higher        
uninsured rates. This year, with funding from the Pritzker Childrenôs Initiative, my    
colleagues and I had a chance to do so. 
 

Today, Georgetown Universityôs Center for Children and Families is launching a new 
Rural Health Policy Project with the release of our 46-state report ñMedicaid in Small 
Towns and Rural America: A Lifeline for Children, Families and Communities.ò (Itôs 46 
states because a handful of states donôt have geographic areas defined as rural.) The 
report is the culmination of months of extensive analysis by a team of researchers 
here at Georgetown and the University of North Carolina NC Rural Health Research 
Program. 
 

The report provides a state-by-state breakdown of Medicaid coverage and uninsured 
rates for children and adults over time for small towns and rural areas. In addition, 
some very cool interactive maps featuring county-level information will be published 
on our website ï check them out here! 
 

Thereôs a lot of great data in here and we will do some follow up blogs to tease out 
these findings, but here are the top three: 

Medicaid plays a larger role in providing health coverage to families living in 
small towns and rural communities than it does in metropolitan areas, a trend 
that is particularly striking among children. About 45 percent of children in small 
towns and rural areas rely on Medicaid for their coverage, compared to 38 percent in 
metro areas. In 14 states, more than half of the children outside of metro areas        
receive health benefits from Medicaid and the Childrenôs Health Insurance Program 
(CHIP). The vast majority of these children are covered by Medicaid. 
 

The Affordable Care Actôs Medicaid expansion is having an even more dramatic 
positive impact for people living in small towns and rural areas than in urban  
areas.

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Between 2008/09 to 2014/15, the rate of uninsured adults in states that accepted the 
Medicaid expansion decreased 11 percentage points in non-metro areas. This is    
larger than the decrease in metropolitan areas of expansion states (9 percentage 
points) and larger than the decrease in small towns and rural areas in states that did 
not accept the expansion (6 percentage points). 
 

For children, the data show a clear link between increases in Medicaid coverage 
and decreases in the rate of uninsured kids in small towns and rural areas. The 
uninsured rate for children in small towns and rural areas declined by 3 percentage 
points nationally during the time period examined. Nevada had the largest decline in 
the rate of uninsured children ï a 14 percentage point drop ð in small towns and rural 
areas (Colorado, New Mexico, Oregon and South Carolina also had declines of at 
least 8 percentage points). Texas had the largest decline in the number of uninsured 
children, with 52,000 kids in small towns and rural areas gaining health coverage. 
 

One of the reasons that rural areas and small towns rely on Medicaid more is because 
the overall poverty rates are higher and the types of jobs there, such as agriculture or 
small businesses, are less likely to offer insurance. 
 

The declining number of uninsured children and adults found in our research,          
especially in small towns and rural areas, is striking. It means that more people are 
protected from financial risk when they need health care services and that children 
and adults are able to access the primary and preventive care they need. Research is 
clear that children who are insured by Medicaid have better health outcomes, do     
better in school, and ultimately have better economic prospects. 
 

And while the impact of the ACAôs Medicaid expansion is very clear for adults, for   
children this is not just an ACA story. The improvements achieved for children are the 
result of years of bipartisan effort through both Medicaid and CHIP to reduce the  
number of uninsured kids. The good news is that rural areas and small towns have 
not been left out from this national success story. 
 

The bad news of course is that this success is threatened by the massive cuts to   
Medicaid and CHIP that are now under consideration by Congress as I have blogged 
about elsewhere. As the data in the report makes clear, small towns and rural areas 
would be especially hard hit by cuts to Medicaid.

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Key Talking Points for Louisiana and Region V on Child Death 
Drownings from the Maternal Child Health Coordinator: 

Louisiana has the 3
rd
. highest drowning rate in the United States.  Our  data reflects that Region V 

(Allen, Beauregard, Calcasieu, Cameron, and Jeff Davis) was 5
th
 in the State. Therefore, the     

Louisiana State Child Death Review (CDR) Panel has made drowning prevention a priority since 
2016. We need your help in raising the awareness of water/pool safety in our communities to     
prevent these needless injuries and deaths of our children. 

Drowning is the leading cause of unintentional injury death in our State of Louisiana children ages 
1-4 years of age (about 12 deaths per year) these are preventable! 

47% were in a pool, hot tub, or spa compared to only 26% in natural water such as a lake, river, 
pond, creek or canal. 

About 42% of these deaths, the most prominent risk factor that kept coming up was the lack of   
supervision. 

Drowning is our 2nd highest unintentional injury death in Region V, in children less than 15 years 
of age. These are preventable! 

Drowning is not always fatal!  In Louisiana about 28 children 1-4 years old are hospitalized each 
year for drowning related injuries. 

We are asking that during the months of April- August 2017, that you join us in water/pool safety 
awareness. 

There are 2 ready to use resources that can assist you in spreading the awareness of water and 
pool safety. They are free and can be used by professionals and concerned community members. 
Some are available in Spanish and English.

grocery stores, the spa, the nail place, beauty shops, etc.) 

4.  Sponsor a child free swimming lessons 
5.  Assist Parents and kids in connecting to organizations that hold low 
cost swimming lessons 

6.  Ask a business to donate water/pool safety devices 
7.  If you notice a child in a body of water, do they have supervision? 
8.  Post on Twitter or your Facebook page some of the above site information 
9. Talk about it at Church 
10. Hospitals can talk about during childbirth classes, parenting/nurturing classes.
